Putting Drug Development on Fast Track
The cost of developing a new pharmaceutical drug, from the research and development stage to market approval,
runs at about $2.6 billion, according to a 2014 report published by the Tufts Center for the Study of Drug
Development (CSDD) cited by the Scientific American.
