Treating Alzheimer’s, MS, Crohn’s and More
Could one drug effectively treat incurable inflammatory diseases such as Crohn’s disease, ulcerative colitis, rheumatoid
arthritis and multiple sclerosis, as well as neurodegenerative maladies such as Alzheimer’s disease?
