Reinventing the Wheel, by Using It to Contain Car’s Key Components  
Israeli startup REE has unveiled a “revolutionary” new design and look for electric vehicles, in which all of the classic 
components of the car — the motor, the steering system, the brakes and the suspension — are moved from under the 
hood into the wheels. This helps create a vehicle framework – the chassis that is completely flat, like a skateboard, and 
thus more versatile. This shape also helps reduce weight, an essential component for the success of electric vehicles.
